RE: Financial Highlights for January 2024

January Open Forum follow-up specific to the finance department: None

January City Council discussed transfers from the general fund to the water fund. Our accounting
software system indicates that $20,000 was transferred in 2021 and $20,000 was transferred in 2022.
There is not a clear reason why as the water fund was in a positive financial position with revenue

exceeding expenditures for both 2021 and 2022. A transfer has not yet occurred for 2023.

Financial Highlights:

With January being the first month of the fiscal year, any financial information that compares budget to
actual is not going to be entirely helpful in determining the city’s financial position. Our January
payments closed out all open business with Carlson SV.

General Fund:

A “clean up” payment of property taxes was received in January along with interest earnings. The total
of the two equates to $19,886.22 of the $22,684.62 in total revenue.

Notable operating expenses between December and January totaled $111,175.21. They included
$34,423.50 for the first quarter of 2024 fire protection services and $76,751.71 for the second half of
2023 police services.

FEMA Fund:
The FEMA Fund had expenditures of $222.30 for contracted services.
ARPA Fund:
The ARPA Fund had expenditures of $412.94 for contracted services.

3M Settlement Fund:

The 3M Settlement Fund had no change.
LV Debt Fund:

The LV Debt Fund has one of our semi-annual debt payments for the 2015A Crossover Refunding. This
payment was $142,057.50. The debt will continue to be levied through 2029 and semi-annual payments
will continue to be made until the final payment in February 2030.

Water Fund:

Water collection was $37,819.02 and there were interest earnings of $3,113.72 which accounted for
most of the revenue for January. Notable expenses for the water fund were $1,533.33 to the Minnesota
Department of Natural Resources for water use and July-September overages, plus $385.00 in refunds.

» Obtained daily water samples from specified locations throughout the city to determine fluoride
levels in the water system.

» Completed clearing brush off the fence on north property line at Cully Park.

» Cleared out fallen debris/brush at the Lakeland Beach to allow access to the path leading towards
tables/grill.

» Consulted with WMO about final details and possible additions regarding the Lakeland Beach
project.

» Continued filling potholes on Quinnell Ave as weather allowed. Tri County will be taking over
when Aggregate {ndustries has asphalt available.

PERMIT UPDATES

e 1035/1081 Quixote Ave N Dwelling Raising and Structure Improvements: These
properties secured FEMA grants to elevate the dwellings out of the floodplain and
undertake structural enhancements. The CUPs were granted at last month’s City Council
meetings to allow alternative (non-fill) methods to raise the homes out of the floodplain.
The site plans are currently being updated to address WMO and DNR feedback
regarding elevations and work within the floodplain.

e 1583 Rivercrest Rd N - Single-Family Home Remodel and Site Improvements: The
City of Lakeland received preliminary materials for a remodel and site improvements for
a single-family home at 1583 Rivercrest Rd N. Representatives from Lakeland
planning/engineering, the Department of Natural Resources (DNR), and the Watershed
Management Organization (WMO) held a pre-application site visit with the designer on
February 7. The designer is currently evaluating alternative design options for the
property; as of February 13, no zoning applications have been received.

CUP UPDATES
e 228 St. Croix Trl N: Cheep Storage Lakeland LLC submitted a CUP application in order to
expand operations to the south adjacent parcel. Planning/engineering staff have deemed
the application incomplete and are currently waiting for the requested stormwater
management plan and landscaping plan.

Good Day All,

| have attached the quotes for the needed well maintenance at Well house # 1.

Renner Well has been the main contractor for the City from the start for the wells.

Avyearly inspection is done of both wells as is required by MDH.

Well # 1 was last pulled and serviced in 2010.

The lastinspection on 1-25-2023 Renner Well suggested that it is service time for #1.

I did get 2 quotes last spring for the work. 1 from Renner Well, and 1 from Traut Well.

There is a significant difference in pricing between the two estimates.

| did get an updated quote from Renner well for this spring, and they kept the price the same.

| would recommend that the City of Lakeland approve Renner Well to do the project.

They would be able to do the project in March 2024 if approved.

Well # 2 is showing some signs of decreased production flows, a sign that the screen may be clogging with
sand on the bottom.

It was last pulled in 2015, and last years report noted decreased production.

It may be necessary to pull #2 in the next couple years, and do a flush of the well shaft to remove the sand.

OVERVIEW

At the January Council Meeting the Council had requested that the costs associated with completing an
appraisal of the existing City Hall location and the costs to investigate the condition of the foundation at
the well house be provided.

APPRAISAL OF CITY HALL

Michelle had reached out to Steve Gergen of SFG Appraisal Co in Mendota Heights and he provided the
following.

e A restricted appraisal report would cost $300 and take about 7-10 days from the request date.
e Land value determination without the building would be an additional $300.

WELL HOUSE CITY HALL FOUNDATION ANALYSIS

In 2022 Simon Wirth had requested a proposal from American Engineering Testing (AET) to provide an
assessment of the city hall foundation at the Well House. AET was contacted and an updated proposal
for the work was requested. A complete copy of the proposal for the assessment is attached.

e AET assessment of the existing foundation = $7,068
