However, looking 
further up, it was found that water was running down from the roof. The roof installers will be coming 
out to evaluate. New ceiling tiles have been ordered, and the cost will be reimbursed by LMCIT. 
Updates will be provided to the board. 

• A former member of a neighboring department passed away suddenly. It is being investigated as a 
potential line of duty death. 

• Chief Stanley as received supporting letters from 4 of the 5 cities related to the department seeking an 
ALC license. He will be visiting Lakeland Shores soon to request a letter from them. Once all letters are 
received, the application will be submitted. The approval process takes approximately 3 months. The 
department is anticipating implementing ALS services the first of next year.

The Lower St. Croix Valey Fire Protection District is requesting proposals for development of a 
Master Planning Document. 

PROJECT OBJECTIVE 
The Lower St. Croix Valley Fire Protection District's (further known as the District) goal for this project is to 
develop a Master Planning document to guide the department's growth and operations through use of 
quantitative data, GIS, and stakeholder engagement. Analysis and recommendations will encompass 
assessment and detailed recommendations related to staffing, equipment, training, facility and governance as 
delivered today, and how to deliver services into the near future. 

PROJECT SCOPE AND SPECIFICATIONS 

District History and Community 

The District is located in Washington County, Minnesota. Five cities comprise the District and are legally 
bound by a Joint Powers Agreement, originating in 1972 and last updated in 2022. The cities include: Afton, St. 
Mary's Point, Lake St. Croix Beach, Lakeland, and Lakeland Shores. 

At the same time, the Lower St. Croix Valley Fire Department (further known as the Department,) was formed. 
Afton and Lake St. Croix Beach's existing departments were combined, but services were expanded to serve 
all five cities forming the new District. Funding for the department comes from a formulated budget percentage 
levied by each city, as well as ambulance and fire billing, donations and grants. 

Through the years the department has evolved from a true volunteer department to paid-on-call, and most 
recently to hourly pay for training and calls. Our chief is full-time, making us a combination department. Civic 
commitment and community pride have historically played an important role in recruiting and staffing the 
department. Currently, we are finding it more challenging to recruit and retain new members. 

Managing oversight is provided by the District Board, which consists of 2 representatives from each of the Joint 
Powers communities serving 2 year terms. Primary responsibilities of District Board Members include 
Department oversight, collaborating with the Chief in developing budgets and policies, approving expenditures 
and communicating with their respective Councils. Board Members are modestly paid for their roles. 

Geography and Population Description 

Four of the cities are fully developed, (according to current zoning codes and density restrictions), while Afton is 
the largest area by population and geographic area, is still rural, containing active farm and prairie acreage. It is 
likely Afton will increase in density due to broader population and municipal governance pressures. 

District boundaries contain limited commercial development at this time, but do include a five-mile border along 
Interstate Highway 94 (on the N side - a heavily trafficked artery leading into St. Paul, MN.) Our service also 
includes 7 miles of the St. Croix Scenic Riverway, and 2 heavily populated marinas, especially busy late Spring 
and through the Summer. 

Total population is approximately 6,400 (based on 2020 Census data). 

Total square miles include approximately 40 square miles, including Interstate 94 response, but excluding the 
river area. 

Three of the 5 cities have a municipal water system. Afton, the largest geographic area, and St. Mary's Point, one 
of the smaller communities, require water relay primarily using Tender operations. 
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CURRENT SERVICES PROVIDED: 

• Fire Suppression in both hydrant and non-hydrant areas 
• Heavy rescue for vehicle accidents (Interstate 94 conveys heavy semi traffic in addition to passenger 

vehicle traffic) 
• Rescue\Dive Team - In addition to our immediate service area we are members of the Washington 

County Rescue Dive Team which serves WA County, as well as Ramsey and St. Croix Counties. 
• Ambulance Service - Provided since 1976. Service is currently Advanced BLS transport service, with 

multiple variances 
• Part time ALS licensing is currently in progress. We partner with an existing ALS service provider for a 

two- tiered system when needed. 
• Auto Aid - for confirmed structure fires and certain medicals 
• Mutual Aid - we are members of multiple local mutual aid agreements. We also participate in 

Minnesota statewide agreements and an interstate agreement with WI. 

PERSONNEL AND EQUIPMENT 

The Lower St. Croix Valley Fire Department is presently considered a combination department. We have one 
full-time position held by the Chief. Twenty-five Members are paid-on-call. Our Member goal is to be at 
approximately 30 members given the current staffing model. 

Department Members are all eligible for the MN State Fire Relief Association. 

Additionally, Members in good standing are eligible for scholarships paid from the Mason Trust. A Member's 
spouse and children are also eligible for this scholarship benefit which pays for post High School education 
(Bachelor's degree,) or other qualified certifications. 

The current average age of Department personnel is 54, with many eligible to retire as fully vested members of 
the Relief Association. 

The Department is governed by a District Board comprised of 2 representatives from each of the Joint Powers 
communities. District meetings occur monthly with additional committee meetings and work sessions called as 
needed. 

Current Department Equipment: 

• 2 Class A Engines with 1,500 GPM pumps 
• 1 2,200 Gallon Tender with 750 GPM pump 
• 1 Ambulance (Type 1) 
• 2 One Ton Brush Trucks 
• 1 One Ton Utility Truck 
• 1 22' boat with 500 GPM fire pump 
• 1 Special Operations Trailer (primarily used by dive team and water rescue) 
• 2 Command Vehicles 

Current Facility Description 

The original station structure was built in 1976 to house the newly formed Department's combined equipment. 
In 2003 the Joint Powers approved a remodel and addition. The addition included a large drive-through bay 
and much needed administrative and training space. The latest addition is now 20 years old. 

The Station also serves the community as an Emergency Operations Center (EOC.) 
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PROJECT SCOPE SUMMARY ANO SPECIFICATION 

Our proposed project's overall scope will assess and detail how the Fire Department and District Board can 
best serve and scale appropriately in the near future. The project will consider data, community expectations, 
cost, population growth, increased calls for service, and aging Membership. 

The District seeks a consultant to conduct this comprehensive performance and management study of 
the Lower St. Croix Valley Fire Department. This includes analyzing the Department organization, budget, 
policies, deployment, equipment, facility, capacity and related variables that support or constrain Department 
needs into the future. The District Chair and Fire Chief will manage this process. The Joint Powers City 
Councils shall be provided an opportunity to meet with the consultant during the project. 

The completed Master Plan must include recommendations that identify what capital and personnel 
investments may be needed to effectively and efficiently operate in the near term and beyond, calling out 
details related to staffing, facility, equipment, training and governance. 

Specifically, the District seeks to have properly trained staff to the scene of an incident with the right equipment 
in the least amount of time possible, while maintaining a fiscally responsible department. 

The Lower St. Croix Valley Fire Department has grown in skill and service delivery since its inception in 1972. 
It is also a department that has served with passion , compassion, and heart. Our hope is to build on this 
foundation and maintain its best elements into the future, while evolving to adopting recommended processes 
or systems.

We are prepared to move forward with this project and will consider proposals first at the committee level , and 
will move to select and approve as a District Board at our Monthly meeting held on the second Wednesday of 
the month.

Recommendations: 

While we do not recommend specific rate increases we will state that it is recommended that tapping into 
the General Fund be avoided. 

We do recommend building and maintaining a Reserve Fund that covers 6 months of expenses as a best 
practice. $223,047 would be a healthy target for this fund.

The last rate adjustment for the city of Lakeland was in 2020. Below is a chart of the inflation increases 
since 2020. In the last four years since the last rate adjustment, all costs associated with water have 
increased. Equipment, parts, labor, chemicals, utilities have all increased. to a point where your current 
water profit will be challenged to cover a reserve fund for large upgrades/repairs. 

Noteables: 

Best practice is to eliminate the need to pull from the General Fund 

Best practice is to establish and maintain a Reserve Fund equal to 6 months of operating expenses 

If the Water Tower fee totaling roughly $128,240 goes away there should be a revenue replacement plan 
in place 

Third Quarter water usage is very high, Commercial and Gov't pays $3 per 1 K for all water use. 
Residential pays $3 per 1,000 under 60K gal and $6 per 1,000 over 60K gal. If water conservation took 
place there is currently $39K in high water usage revenue that could decrease for the city.
